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The Human Rights Tree

: Hi everyone! Now we are going to introduce the most meaningful tree in Tainan
Girls Senior High School. As students in our school, we all respect Ding Yao Tiao(™ % 3), who used
to be a TNGS student many years ago.

Now, | am going to introduce the background of this story. In 1949, the KMT lost the war
against the Chinese Communist Party, which caused a huge number of refugees to run to Taiwan.
Imagine the situation at that time. To avoid residents overthrowing the government, the
government made policies and lots of regulations to limit people’s rights in many aspects, including
freedom of speech, gathering, and even interfering with people’s rights to live. This is the Martial
Law Period, or the White Terror Period. Now, we are going to show you the story about Ding Yao

Tiao. We will now express the story through acting. Without further ado, let’s get started!

: | studied at TNGS. It was the happiest time in my life. After | graduated, | was
working in the post office in Tainan. One day, | noticed that there was a boy who was eager to get
my best friend, Shi Shui Huan (* -k 3&). | told her not to accept his courtship. Since then, the boy
has hated me deeply, wanted to frame me, and sent me to jail. | was in love with Guo Zhen Cun (%%
#= 13 ). He cared for me a lot, and | wanted to marry him. However, he refused me because he was
attending the social movement. So | got married to another guy at the end. A few years later, | was
put in jail because someone said that | had a banned book. But at that time, | was pregnant. After a
few months, my baby girl was born in prison on Green Island. She was quite cute. One day, |
bumped into my ex-boyfriend, Guo Zhen Cun, in the health center in jail. In order to see each other
more often, he always used a smart way to get close to me. Do you have any idea about how he
did it? OK, there are some choices. (A) begging the guard; (B) hurting himself so that he could go to
the health center. The answer is obviously B. He used the shaving blade to hurt himself. That way,
he could go to the clinic, where | took my daughter to get a health check-up. | told him that it'd be

hard for me to get released, and | left him a cigarette box with some of my hair in it.

: On July 24, 1956, Ding Yao Tiao was doing some work as usual, with her daughter
playing beside her. A guard came in and told her that someone special wanted to see her. She did
not think much. She just picked up her daughter and went out. As they reached the gate, the
guards handcuffed her and were going to take her away. The little girl suddenly jumped onto her
mother’s back, shouting loudly that her mother was not a bad person. “Don’t shoot her!” she
yelled again and again. But in the end, she was still pulled away from her mother, with some of her
mother’s hair still clinging to her palm. She wailed and shouted at the top of her lungs, knowing
somehow it was the last time she’d see her mother. It’s just so cruel that a little girl had to be a

witness to the violence and brutality of her government.

: Guo Zhen Cun was released in 1975. He realized that the one he loved was already
dead. He held the hair of Ding Yao Tiao and the letter and planted them on our campus. The tree

you see now is called the “Ding Yao Tiao tree” or “human rights tree." | think after you’ve learned
this story, you might feel sad and depressed. You might be shocked about this tragedy, but it really
happened before, and it was not the only tragedy that happened during the Martial Law Period.

Now, we are going to analyze the story from several angles. The first is about human rights.
People are born with the right to share their opinions freely and read whatever they like. However,
at that time, they could not. Ok, imagine you are at that period. Would you choose to protest the
government for your own rights, or would you remain silent in order to survive? Another aspect
we are going to talk about is how we practice transitional justice. In Germany, there is a successful
example. They’ve been trying to educate their people about the brutal history of Nazis and warn
the whole world not to make the same mistake ever again. In Taiwan, we commemorate 228 every
year. For us, it is not enough. We want the government to do something like what Guo Zhen Cun
did for Ding Yao Tiao. For example, plant lots of trees in memory of those who lost their lives
during the White Terror Period. In this way, people will remember the unsung heroes and heroines
of our democracy. Second, it could protect the Earth and benefit the environment. Third, it
reminds us to always remember the tough times that Taiwan had before, learn from history, and
protect the rights that we take for granted today.

: By introducing the story of Ding YaoTiao. It helps us acknowledge that the
democracy we live in today didn’t come easily, and we should always remember how lucky we are
in Taiwan. Bear in mind all of these, and never forget how our brave predecessors were treated in
the past. Thank you.
